Overflowing in Thankfulness 

• “This comes when we recognize that we are complete in 
Christ, that we have every opportunity to grow spiritually 
in him. A thankful believer is not easily led away from 
Christ. A discontented, grumbling, whiny believer, 
however, will be easy prey for false teachers who are more 
than willing to offer “just what you’ve been missing.”1
